It is absolutely amazing what has happened in the past 24 days. Look at what Israel did on December 17, 2008 and what Hamas did just a few days later. They announced the end of a cease fire agreement that they had never kept, and now there are escalating hostilities taking place in and around Gaza, coupled with rocket attacks from the north, out of Lebanon. Check out this report from a man who used to be a Palestinian terrorist until he gave his heart to Jesus:

"Yesterday, I went to Ashkelon to visit a hospital we are assisting on the frontlines of this war, just north of the Gaza Strip. I met with a spokeswoman to do an interview for TV. While I was there, CNN was also doing a story about how this hospital has taken in Arabs from the Gaza Strip, including children, for special needs surgeries, etc. She commented that the foreign news crews never ask about the Israeli citizens that come in wounded from rocket attacks – and oh how true that is."
