Keep your eyes on the Word of God, on the chart below, and on the news. In time you will develop a sure sense that things are starting to converge. As a setup for the seven seals in the chart, consider prophetic statements such as:

2 Timothy 3:1-5 (ESV)

1  But understand this, that in the last days there will come times of difficulty.   

2  For people will be lovers of self, lovers of money, proud, arrogant, abusive, disobedient to their parents, ungrateful, unholy,   

3  heartless, unappeasable, slanderous, without self-control, brutal, not loving good,   

4  treacherous, reckless, swollen with conceit, lovers of pleasure rather than lovers of God,   

5  having the appearance of godliness, but denying its power. Avoid such people.  

Consider the rampant pluralism in our land, even in the midst of celebrating "hope and change." On Wednesday, January 21, 2009, the US Supreme Court refused to revive the Child Online Protection Act, making it still legal for adults to deliver pornography to children via the internet. At the same time, the justice department will still prosecute those adults who produce and consume it. The latter is as it should be, but the former makes a mockery of justice.
