ISRAEL PARDONS MORE TERRORISTS: Israel has pardoned 45 Fatah terrorists. The prime minister's leniency was a "goodwill gesture" in honor of the Muslim holiday of Eid ul-Adha. Israel has pardoned dozens of terrorists in recent months in similar "goodwill" gestures to PA Chairman Mahmoud Abbas. Several have since attempted further violence against the Jewish state. Last week, terrorists were caught trying to bomb the Central Bus Station in Tel Aviv. Two pardoned Fatah terrorists took part in planning the attack. (INN)

ARAB MUSLIM CLERICS SAY SLAUGHTER THE JEWS: The head of the Muslim Brotherhood in Jordan last week called on Palestinian Authority Arabs to start a third intifada by carrying out suicide bombing attacks to "slaughter the Jews" in Israel.  Additional harangues by Arab Islamic clerics were aired on terrorist-linked television networks from December 3-5. One Islamic leader exhorted Palestinians to slaughter the Jews in Hebron as they did in 1929. Another cleric called for pure Muslim bodies to be blown up again in Jerusalem and Tel Aviv. Both of these articles appeared yesterday in JNN News e-mail. Because the events happened in Israel, we probably will not hear much about them from mainstream media in this country. I decided to reprint them here because side by side they illustrate vividly the pattern of events in so-called Palestine over the past 60 years. The Israeli government makes concessions, shows constraint, etc. and the Muslim terrorists respond with more words or actions of hate.

God's Word speaks of an end of "the times of the Gentiles" (Luke 21:24), referenced also in Romans 9-11 and in Revelation 11.
